NFPA Hypotheticals


Hypothetical scenarios
(1)
You are a married couple who fosters children who do not need specialized care.  The agency calls you and asks you to take in a six year old girl named Katie.  You already have in your home another eight year old foster child and two adopted boys, ages 12 and 16.  What do you need to know about Katie before you agree to take her in as a foster child?
(2)
After Katie has been in your home for 10 days, you get a knock on the door one evening from a case manager you’ve never met before.  She says she needs to interview Katie privately and also interview your adopted boys privately.  How do you respond?  What questions do you ask? Do you allow her to interview your boys privately? 
(3)
After interviewing Katie privately, the case manager says she is removing Katie and the other foster child due to an emergency.  A few days later, you are told verbally that your foster home is being closed because abuse has been substantiated against you based on Katie’s allegation that you fondled her.  What are your rights at this point?

(4)
Six months later, Katie’s biological mother, as next friend of Katie, sues you personally and the agency alleging that you sexually molested Katie.  What are your rights at this point?  What if, instead, Katie alleged your 16 year old son molested her and that you are liable because you negligently supervised her while she was in your home?
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
